HANDICAP TOURNAMENTS
INFORMATION 
1. FINALS DAY IS THE 13th September 2008.

2. I have attempted to be as fair as possible with the handicaps.  
3. I apologise if I have made any mistakes with names or telephone numbers, please check and amend where necessary.
4. Matches are the best of 3 LONG SETS.  (ie. you must win by two clear games each set so 6-4, 7-5, 8-6, 9-7 etc…)  Due to the handicapping system tie breaks would not work.
5. The finals will be played on the astroturf courts. Players can decide between themselves which court they play earlier fixtures on but in the case of a dispute the match is to be played on an astroturf court.
6. After completing the match, please put the winners names in the space provided for the next round.  There have also been several requests for the score to be included (or W/O if a walkover) and it would be useful for next year’s handicaps if I knew the scores.
7. Please use your best endeavours to ensure games are completed by the due date.  I would ask that you contact your opponent(s) and I before the deadline should you require an extension of more than 3 days.  
8. Should matches not be played by the due dates and no contact made with me, I will contact all parties and use my discretion as to who should go through (obviously based on which side has made the most effort for the game to take place).
HANDICAP SYSTEM

Every pair has a rating of either +0.5, 0, -.5, -15, -15.5, -30, -30.5 or -40.  You compare your handicap with your opponents to work out the relevant handicap for the game.  (if you have the same rating there is no handicap and the game proceeds normally).

Eg 1.

Angie & Bill (+0.5) play Laura & John (-15).  In this match Laura & John will switch between starting a game on -30 and starting the next game on -15.  They can decide if they take the -30 when serving or returning.
Eg 2.  

Clare and Dan (-40) play Trudi & Ian (0).  In this game Clare and Dan start EVERY game on -40.

To assist with scoring it is useful to start games where a pair has -15 or 

-40 from the advantage court.

In a situation where you have a deficit (or an additional deficit) every other game, the pair with that disadvantage can decide whether to take it on every odd numbered game or even numbered game (so you can decide to take it when serving or receiving after the toss up at the start of the game).
